TOWN OF TROY

BOARD MEETING

July 9, 2013


The regular board meeting was called to order by chairman, Roger Mack, at 7:30 p.m., at the town hall.


Roll call was taken with the following responding:  Roger Mack, Jeff Lohr, Don Meise, Lloyd E. Ballweg, and Mary Zins.


It was confirmed that the agenda was properly posted in three locations in the township and mailed to board members in compliance with the open meetings law.


Mack made a motion, seconded by Meise, to adopt the agenda as posted.  Motion carried 3-0.

Patrolman’s Report:

Patrolman, David Hooks, gave the following report:

1. Fire & Safety II, Inc. came on Wednesday, July 3, to inspect the fire extinguishers in the town hall and garage.

2. The two-rounds of mowing are finished but with the rainy weather we’re experiencing he could mow again.

3. Mill and Block Roads had high water and Badger and Troy Village Roads had shoulder damage with the recent rains.

4. Dave is spraying brush.

Minutes:

Meise made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2013, board meeting.  Motion carried 3-0.

Treasurer’s Report:

Lohr made a motion, seconded by Mack, to approve accounts payable checks #6188-6218 totaling $12,353.52.  Motion carried 3-0.

Citizen’s Comments:

Chichi Armstrong attended a recent Sauk County Board of Adjustment hearing.  Because there wasn’t any representation from the township where the quarry is located, the Board of Adjustment approved renewing a special exception permit for the quarry even though the town board submitted restrictions.  She was hoping this wouldn’t happen to the Town of Troy should the Fuchs quarry issue be presented to the Board of Adjustment.

Business Items:

A CSM submitted by Grothman & Associates, S C for Diehl Farm, LLC, was viewed and discussed by the town board.  The following verbiage as recommended by the Plan Commission was included in the revised CSM: “Lot 1 is considered unbuildable unless additional lands are added to when combined total 40 acres.  Please refer to the Town of Troy regulations prior to any future improvements.”  With the recommendation of the Plan Commission, Lohr made a motion, seconded by Meise, to approve the CSM submitted by Grothman & Associates, Inc. for Diehl Farm LLC.  Motion carried 3-0.
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There were two bids for doing partial reconstruction of Winke Road.  They are as follows:  Dean Blum Excavating, Inc., Baraboo, $72,920 and Meise Construction, Inc., Plain, $65,500.  Mack made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve the $65,500 proposal submitted by Meise Construction.  Motion passed 2-0 with Don Meise abstaining.


Two bids were submitted to cut the pine trees on Winke Road.  They are:  Brian Hanson, Sauk City, $1,800 and Leidig Tree Service, Prairie du Sac, $1,200.  Meise made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve Terry Leidig’s submitted bid of $1,200.  Motion carried 3-0.


Mack stated the town’s attorney, Natalie Bussan, is drawing up an agreement between the township and LaNell Jaquish for land needed to straighten Winke Road.


Brent Harris, insurance agent, hasn’t submitted a schedule listing the replacement cost of the town’s equipment.


Hooks and Meise updated the small equipment list and felt the total value is $15,946.  The insurance policy covers only $10,000 on said equipment.  It was also discovered the Bush Hog isn’t listed on the policy which is valued at $2,500.  Mack made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to increase the coverage on the small equipment to $16,000 and the Bush Hog to $3,000.  Motion carried 2-0 with Meise abstaining.


Zins informed the board that at a recent recycling meeting with DNR representative, Marie Stewart, that the township was evaluated for compliance.  Tonnage is again a problem and it was suggested better educating the residents and providing twice-a-month pickup.  Free brochures are available for distribution.


Lohr made a motion, seconded by Mack, to transfer $500 from the contingency ledger account to Plan Commission expenses.  Motion carried 3-0.

Board Comments:

There was discussion on how to handle cutting the pine trees on Winke Road with John Clavadatscher.


There was no correspondence to review.


Mack made a motion, seconded by Meise, to adjourn.  Motion carried 3-0.


Meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m.
