TOWN OF TROY
BOARD MEETING

June 11, 2013


The regular board meeting was called to order by chairman, Roger Mack, at 7:30 p.m., at the town hall.


Roll call was taken with the following responding:  Roger Mack, Jeff Lohr, Don Meise, Lloyd E. Ballweg, and Mary Zins.


It was confirmed that the agenda was properly posted in three locations in the township and mailed to board members in compliance with the open meetings law.


Meise made a motion, seconded by Mack, to adopt the agenda as posted.  Motion carried 3-0.

Patrolman’s Report:

Patrolman, David Hooks, gave the following report:

1. The gravel used on Spring Drive came from Bindl/Bauer Limestone.

2. Due to the wet weather, several trees are falling down.
3. The patching on the town roads has been completed.

4. He has begun mowing the right-of-ways and the task is one-half completed.

5. The Sauk County District Attorney’s office is requesting a restitution form be completed and returned.  Meise stated that if the Board decided to file with their insurance carrier, each sign is considered a $250 deductible occurrence.  Dave stated the restitution total is $412.52. 

Minutes:

Mack made a motion, seconded by Meise, to approve the minutes of the May 14, 2013, board meeting.  Motion carried 3-0.

Treasurer’s Report:

Meise made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve accounts payable checks #6170-#6187 totaling $11,418.23.  Motion carried 3-0.

Citizen’s Comments:

Darrell Ott inquired of the Board if they still wanted the minutes posted on the web site.  As stated at the May meeting, the clerk will e-mail them after approval.

Business Items:

Brent Harris, insurance agent for Meise & Harris Agency, presented an insurance proposal for the Town of Troy for July 1, 2013 to July 1, 2014.  Because of the inclement weather the past two years, insurance premiums have increased.  The proposed bid of $4,909 is an increase of $291.  The Board requested Mr. Harris find the replacement cost of the scheduled equipment listed on page 14 of the proposal.  A copy of the small equipment list will be submitted to his agency.


Mack made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve renewing the liability and fire policy with Meise & Harris Agency.  Motion carried 2-0 with Meise abstaining.
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Lohr made a motion, seconded by Mack, to approve the presented proposal premium bid of $4,909.  Motion carried 2-0 with Meise abstaining.


Mack made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve posting the Plan Commission’s agenda on the town’s web site.  Motion carried 3-0.


Lohr stated that Sauk County Conservation, Planning & Zoning plans to present the Chapter 7 Zoning Ordinance changes to the Sauk County Board in May, have a hearing in June or July, finalize the changes in August, and pass the ordinance in September.

Meise made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to approve the comment sheet the Plan Commission submitted to Sauk County Conservation, Planning & Zoning.  Motion carried 3-0.


Mack stated that Brian Simmert, Sauk County Conservation, Planning & Zoning planner, informed him that it isn’t necessary to individually inform property owners of a change in the Farmland Preservation Plan.  Before any changes may be made to the existing plan there must be a published notice in the newspaper and a hearing conducted.

Mack made a motion, seconded by Meise to combine any changes to the driveway ordinance and Farmland Preservation Plan in one hearing contingent if the county will accept the resolution past the due date.  Motion carried 3-0.


The Board discussed Winke Road changes.  Mack will draft an agreement between LaNell Jaquish and the town.  The advertisement for bids will appear in the Sauk Prairie Star on June 12 and 19.


Meise made a motion, seconded by Lohr, to request restitution of $412.52 from Levi Butson for the sign damage.  Motion carried 3-0.

Lohr made a motion, seconded by Mack, to transfer $500 from the contingency ledger account to election expenses.  Motion carried 3-0.


There was no correspondence to review.

Mack made a motion, seconded by Meise, to adjourn.  Motion carried 3-0.
